· Without this, the FIX-VMSCSI plug-in would not display the newly Ghosted boot partition in its utility, as shown in this diagram here:

Without XPE

1. Click on the GO button, Programs, Fix-VMSCSI
2. In the menu choose Set Disk0 and Partition1 to be C:

3. Now we are ready to fix the boot problems.

4. Click on the GO button, Programs, Fix-VMSCSI,

5. In the menu choose Set OS Target Root (current=).

2. Click on the Start button, Tools, SCSI-Drivers
Note that if you are using the XPE plugin, you do not need to manually browse for and select the Target Root. The script will run Paraglider’s SetTargetRoot.exe to do this for you.
3. From the SCSI-Drivers menu, select the required SCSI type.
